Comparatives
In English we use comparatives like this:

John is taller than Paul   OR John is more important than Paul

In French there is only one way of doing comparatives:

To say MORE THAN:

Jean est plus grand que Paul    

 (taller than)

To say LESS THAN:

Paul est moins grand que Jean.

(less tall than)

To say AS… AS…

Paul est aussi intelligent que jean

(as clever as)
Note

better = meilleur
